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 FIRST SUNDAY OF ADVENT 
     

Be prepared! 
     There are people who live all their lives in the 
same place, in the same city. Sometimes they do not 
even leave the neighborhood. Our life as Christians is 
not like that. We know that we are just passing 
through. We have set up our tents here for a while 
but there will come a time when we will have to 
leave. When? When the Lord comes. And when will 
that be? We do not know. But we do know that we 
must always be prepared because at any moment He 
will come into our lives. We must know how to 
welcome him and follow him wherever he invites us 
to go. This is the meaning of Advent, which we begin 
today. We prepare ourselves to celebrate the coming 
of the Lord at Christmas, but we also prepare 
ourselves for the other coming, the future one, the 
definitive one, the one we cannot miss.  
     The Gospel tells us that the coming of the Lord 
will break all the usual activities, those in which we 
ordinarily spend our days. We will stop cultivating 
the fields, going to work and getting married. 
Because on that day something radically new will 
begin. Something so new that we may continue doing 
the same old things, but everything will have a new 
and different meaning because the Lord will be in 
our midst. His presence will heal our wounds and 
make justice and peace reign. His presence will make 
our lives different. Therefore, we must be attentive. 
We cannot let the Lord's presence find us lost in the 
routine of everyday life, without preparing properly 
for his coming.  
     It is time to obey what St. Paul tells us in the letter 
to the Romans, the second reading of this Sunday: It 
is time to wake up because salvation is near. We do 
not know how, where or when Jesus will come, but 
we do know that we have to be prepared. And to be 
ready, he gives us the best advice: let us put aside the 
works of darkness, the times when we let ourselves 
be carried away by envy, greed and lack of love. 
Let's live as if Jesus were already here. It is about 
living in the light of the Gospel, letting ourselves be 
led by the love of God who cares for each one of us. 
Let us turn our eyes towards those with whom we 
live. It is with them, never without them, that we will 
build the solidarity and justice that will make our 
Lord find us ready when he comes.  

For our personal reflection: If the Lord were to come 
to your home today, would you be prepared to 
recognize and receive him? What things would you 
have to remove from your life that prevent you from 
recognizing God's presence in your life? What things 
would you have to improve in your life to show that 
God has come into your life? What would you have 
to do in your family life, in your relationship with 
friends and at work?
