The readings today invite us to reflect on the themes 
of persistence in prayer, the support of our faith 
community, and the importance of scripture.  
The Power of Persistent Prayer 
The Gospel highlights the power of persistent prayer 
through the parable of the persistent widow. This 
story teaches us that even when we feel like our 
prayers are unanswered, we should continue to pray 
and trust in God’s timing. The widow’s 
determination in asking the unjust judge for justice is 
a powerful example of how we should approach 
prayer with persistence and faith. 
Sometimes, we may feel discouraged when our 
prayers seem unanswered. It can be tempting to think 
that God is not listening. However, the Gospel 
reassures us that God hears every prayer, even if the 
response is not immediate. We must continue to pray 
and trust that God will bring about justice and peace 
in His perfect time. 
The Role of Community and Patience 
The First Reading highlights the importance of 
community support in our spiritual journey. In this 
reading, Moses needed help to keep his hands raised 
in prayer, and Aaron and Hur supported him. This 
story shows that we cannot sustain our faith alone; 
we need the support and encouragement of others in 
our community. 
Patience is another key theme in these readings. 
Often, we want quick solutions, especially when 
facing injustice or suffering. However, God’s timing 
is different from ours. We are called to trust that God 
is at work, even if we cannot see immediate results. 
This trust requires patience and faith, knowing that 
God’s plans are for our good. 
Scripture, Action, and Hope 
The Second Reading emphasizes the role of scripture 
in guiding our lives. Scripture is described as useful 
for teaching, correcting, and training in 
righteousness. It provides us with the knowledge and 
wisdom needed to navigate life’s challenges and live 
according to God’s will. Engaging with scripture 
helps us understand God’s desires for us and 
strengthens our faith. 
While prayer is crucial, we must also be willing to 
act on our prayers. We are called to work for justice, 
peace, and goodness in our daily lives, inspired by 
our faith and the teachings of scripture. 
We are encouraged to maintain hope and persistence 
in our faith journey. Even when we face challenges 
or delays, we can trust that God is with us and is 
working for our good. This hope sustains us, helping 
us to persevere in prayer, action, and trust in God’s 
ultimate plan for justice and peace.
