The 4th Sunday of Lent invites us to see with the 
eyes of faith. The readings call us to recognize God’s 
work in unexpected ways and to look beyond 
outward appearances.  
The Significance of the Miracle 
In the Gospel, Jesus heals a man born blind using dirt 
and saliva. These simple, ordinary things show that 
God can use anything to bring healing and grace. By 
using what was considered unclean in Jewish culture, 
Jesus shows his power to make all things holy.   
Jesus also challenges the belief that suffering is a 
result of personal sin. He explains that the man’s 
blindness was not a punishment but an opportunity to 
show God’s glory. This reminds us that suffering can 
have a purpose beyond what we see. 
Seeing as God Sees 
The first reading today reminds us that God sees 
beyond outward appearances. When Samuel is sent 
to anoint a new king, he expects to choose the 
strongest and most impressive of Jesse’s sons. But 
God guides him to David, the youngest and least 
likely choice.

To the 
blind man, he reveals himself as the Son of Man. In 
both encounters, Jesus shows that he is more than a 
healer—he is the Savior. 
These stories challenge us to respond to Jesus with 
open hearts. The 4th Sunday of Lent invites us to 
reflect on our own willingness to see and believe. It 
asks us if we are open to Jesus’ message or if we 
allow prejudice or fear to cloud our vision.
